Companies which are working in Queensland or 
based in Queensland can get reduced costs for 
granting qualifications to their personnel.   
 
ADITC has been granted special funding for this. All 
applications for audit of qualifications received by 
30th June 2006 will receive 50% discount on audit 
costs.

available in Western Australia – 

use it or lose it! 
 
ADITC has been granted a ‘trial run’ at assisting 
companies in WA to get qualifications in drilling.  
Companies can put their new personnel through the 
reviewed DICAT course and move towards getting 
qualifications, or can get reduced costs for granting 
qualifications to their personnel.   
 
At present this is limited to Blast Hole Drilling, but 
is shortly to be extended to other sectors.  Advise us 
now of needs so we can plan you in and know which 
sectors are interested.  
 
As an industry we have been lobbying for this 
provision for a long time, so please make use of it!   
 

Assessing and qualifying your 

new and experienced personnel - 

are you keeping up with your 

competitors? 
 
ADITC is the provider of assessment and audit 
services to provide qualifications.  We have issued 
almost 2000 qualifications already in the industry in 
all states and in all sectors.  Are you keeping up with 
the competition? 
 
Qualifications are available for  utility workers, 
drillers’ assistants, drillers, senior drillers, drill 
supervisors and managers of drilling companies.  
  
This service can send an assessor to your site to get 
your personnel assessed against national standards, 
and then a qualification can be issued (costs of this 
vary).   Or you can submit the records of formal 
assessment done in-company by a qualified assessor, 
and we will audit them and issue a qualification.  
We can advise you of costs if you ring us, but the 
charge for the audit service is usually $450.  
Remember that this cost is minimal in comparison to 
paying for completion of a full trades course.   
 
As an industry body we control costs to increase the 
ability of companies to get their personnel assessed 
and qualified.  Please be aware that prices for this 
service will rise next financial year, as even an 
industry body needs to move with the CPI.

Progress on development of competency standards for Coal Seam Gas 

drilling – nearly there. 
 

An industry meeting held in March confirmed the draft standards proposed for Coal Seam Gas drilling.  The 
standards include standards leading up to blow-out prevention at Certificate II and III levels.  The full Well 
Control is at Certificate IV, which is the same level it holds in Oil and Gas drilling sectors.  
 
The decision is that the standards will form a special set within the qualifications for Mineral Exploration, rather 
than be a separate set of qualifications for coal seam drilling. That means people in coal seam drilling will still get 
Certificate II, III, IV or Diploma in Drilling (Mineral Exploration Sector) which will include standards for CSG.

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Recommended TAA04 standards for new applicants for assessor 

qualifications 
Drilling industry assessors who now have an assessor qualification which contains BSZ401A, BSZ402A, 
BSZ403A meet all the requirements of being an assessor for the drilling industry under Drilling Industry 
guidelines.  People applying for new assessor qualifications must do them from the new TAA standards. 
A proposed grouping for assessors in the Drilling Industry would be a Statement of Attainment made up as 
follows of 5 standards : 
 
Training may be needed in three standards: 
TAAASS401A  Plan and organise assessment 
TAAASS402A  Assess competence 
TAAASS404A Participate in assessment validation 
Training or recognition of current competence (RCC) may be needed in the further standards: 
TAADEL301A Provide training through instruction and demonstration of work skills 
TAADEL404A Facilitate workbased  learning 
 
(TAAASS403A Develop Assessment tools is rendered unnecessary by the national assessment tools used by the 
drilling industry.  It may of course be taken as an elective like any of the remaining standards in the Certificate 
IV.)

Drillers’ Licensing examinations 

and licences 
 
This is to advise that from 1st July 2006, there will 
be a slight increase in the cost of Drillers’ Licensing 
Examinations.  
 

• New licence applications:  $195.     

• Upgrade (eg from Class 1 to Class 2):  $125.  

• Where an applicant is seeking to add only 
one endorsement to an existing licence, the 
fee is $75. 

 
Please remember that to apply for a waterwell 
drillers’ licence, the first step is to contact your 
state’s water licensing authority.  ADITC sets and 
marks national examinations, but we don’t issue 
licences.  Licences are issued in all cases by each 
state or territory.
