The DICAT Course and Certificate qualifications. 

 

ADITC is often asked what the relationship is between the DICAT Course and national qualifications like 

Certificate II (2)  or Certificate III (3) in Drilling.  We’re also asked “Is the DICAT Course still relevant?” 
 

The answer is yes, the DICAT Course is very relevant.  It’s the only distance learning (correspondence) 

course available to people who are working in the drilling industry and want to expand their knowledge and 
theoretical understanding.  It allows you to study at site, in your own time, and it supports your 

understanding of the practical experience you’re getting while you work up to the level of Senior Driller.  

It’s an excellent support to help train new employees and gives them an understanding of why they need to 

do things, and a systematic way to make sure nothing gets ‘left out’ of their training – easy to do when 

you’re focused on the job.  In short, it provides the theory of drilling that you need. 

 

National certificate qualifications (Certificate 2: driller’s assistant, Certificate 3: Driller, Certificate 4: 

Senior Driller, Diploma: Drill Supervisor) are built up from the learning and experience you have while 

you’re working in the industry, wherever it was gained.  It can come from formal study courses (like 
DICAT, or Senior First Aid Courses, Screens and Gravel Packs Courses, dogman or management courses.)  

It can also come from proof of experience (like testimonials from past or current employers, proof of work 

carried out such as drilling logs, or bore logs).  Licences also provide proof (eg driver’s licences, or a 
Driller’s Licence).  This means that all your training and experience count towards the qualification. 

 

A completed DICAT Course covers all the theoretical knowledge required to Senior Driller level, or 
Certificate 4. 

 

So, the relationship between the two is that having the DICAT Course completed means that you can 

easily and immediately prove that you have all the required theory needed for Certificate IV.  You then 

only need to show that you have the practical experience by providing documentation or being assessed at 

site by an assessor,  to be granted a national Certificate. 

 

ADITC is now reviewing the DICAT Course to upgrade it, and to make it easier for people to complete the 

Course up to a certain level, then exit.  We will also develop a version that can be done using some  
computer-based learning.  We will spend about six months working on the upgrade. 

 

Companies can enrol new employees in the DICAT course to make sure that all aspects of training required 

are covered.  It’s an excellent way to ensure that none of your employees’ training needs get missed.

You need to register for  and successfully complete 

the following standards from Certificate IV in 

Workplace Training:  BSZ401, BSZ402, BSZ 403, 
and BSZ404.  These are the standards required by 

the Drilling (and Mining) industry for worksite, 

workplace assessors.   

 

Using the industry’s registered national assessment 

tools, you can record and sign off personnel on the 

assessment tools, following your training as an 

assessor.   You submit these records, along with 

copies of other relevant evidence (like First Aid 
Certificates, Driver’s or drillers’  licemces, copies of 

drill plods) to ADITC.  We audit this information 

carefully, and, when we agree with your assessment 
that the person assessed is competent, we issue the 

qualification.
